Our children use computers at school and, if you have the internet at home, they may
even have favourite sites bookmarked. The internet is an open environment. Anyone
can stumble across dodgy content, like pornography, or talk to a stranger in a chat
room. These are things that children are protected from in the real world. The only way
to really protect them on the internet is to supervise them at all times.

Teaching them about how other people use the internet can also help:

1 Explain what chat rooms are for so they will understand that people online may
pretend to be someone different.

1 You may want to make a rule about only entering a chat room if they have
checked with you first.

1 Teach them how to leave a chat room if someone says something upsetting.
1 You can also teach them to turn the screen off and tell you if something appears

onscreen that upsets them. Let t hem kn
appear there for no reason.
