<5 Sunsmart :a :

From September, 5 things to remember...
UV levels in Victoria are on the rise again so from September it will be time to grab your sun

protection gear and do the SunSmart Countdown. Whenever UV levels reach 3 and above, sun
protection is needed because that is when the sun can start to damage skin and eyes and lead
to skin cancer. .
Use a combination of the following five sun protection measures:

5. Slip on clothing that covers as much skin as possible (no singlet tops)

4. Slop on SPF30+ broad spectrum sunscreen (remember to reapply it before going outside)
3. Slap on a wide brimmed hat that shades the head, face, neck and ears)

2. Seek shade

1. Slide on some wrap around sunglasses (labelled AS 1067) - if practical and appropriate for
your school

Where is the best place to buy good quality sunscreen?

Whether sunscreen is bought at the supermarket, pharmacy or from Cancer Council, always
look for SPF 30+, broad-spectrum and water-resistant sunscreen.

There are many different brands and different types with different ingredients.

Choose the best one for you and always use sunscreen with other sun protection, so also Slip!
Slap! Seek! and Slide!

| used lots of sunscreen. How come I still got burnt?

There's more to sun protection than sunscreen. No sunscreen provides complete protection
against UV radiation. Always use sunscreen together with shade, sun protective clothing, hats
and sunglasses. Sunscreen also needs to be carefully applied and reapplied: apply it liberally, to
dry skin, 20 minutes before going outside. Reapply every two hours or more often if swimming or
sweating.

Do baseball caps provide good sun protection?

A good sun protective hat shades your eyes, scalp, face, neck and ears. Baseball caps are not
recommended T they shade your eyes, scalp and forehead only. To protect against UV reflected
from surfaces, it is important to also use sunscreen and sunglasses.

Be especially careful during the middle part of the day (between 10am - 2pm or 11am - 3pm
daylight saving time) when the sun's UV levels are most intense.

Do | need sun protection on cooler days in summer?

Temperature should not be used as a guide to using sun protection. Temperature relates to the
amount of infrared present in sunlight, not ultraviolet (UV) radiation that can cause skin damage.
A cooler day means there is less infrared, but UV radiation can still be high.
