Reading and writing are closely connected. When children learn to read and write, they learn how
literary and factual texts are written for different purposes and different audiences. In writing,
children learn about the structure and grammar of written language as well as learning about
handwriting and spelling.

Stage 1 - In Prep to Year 2 children learn gradually to:
